Personally | like my chances of getting back. But till then I'll be coaching to keep involved.

I'd especially like to thank everyone who has been in contact with me. It's been great to
get all the e-mails, calls and cards from you during this rather inactive time of mine, it's
meant a lot to know that you care.

2002 RULES YOU SHOULD KNOW ABOUT

In the December issue of Hockeyline the NZIHA referee panel thought it appropriate to remind all players of
the changes in the rules pertaining to Protective Equipment and in particular the new requirements for players
19 and 20 years old to wear half visor/cage, goalkeepers under the age of 19 not being allowed to use "cats eye"
face cages while goalkeepers 19 years of age or older could use "cats eye" face cages provided that they had
first signed the NZIHA waiver document. Also the panel highlighted the definition of helmet straps. At the
| recent Oceania trials it was noted that all four of the above notifications were violated. i

A considerable number of players in the age grade of U/20 were playing without a half visor/cage.

Some goalkeepers were using "cats eye' face cages illegally.

There were players who did not have a correct helmet strap ie/. they just had the strap through the chin

cup and there were some players whose helmet strap dangled almost to their chests.

Referees are going to be instructed to take a hard line on safety issues.

hPlayers wearing illegal/incorrect equipment or in an inappropriate manner will be sent from surface and the
team will be warned that a second offence by any other member of team will result in a Bench Minor penalty I!

being assessed.

Goalkeepers wearing or using illegal equipment will not be permitted to participate in the game.

The following is a reprint of the previous notification.

Half Cages/Visors

A reminder to all players 19 & 20 years of age. As from January 01, 2001 a half cage or visor is mandatory.

Cats Eye Face Cages

Only goalkeepers 19 years of age or older will be able to use these cages provided that they have signed an

official NZIHA waiver. Waiver forms will be available from your regional secretaries.

Helmet Straps

There also appears to be some confusion over what constitutes a helmet strap.

The strap that restrains the face cage (through the chin cup) is not a helmet strap.

The intended purpose of the strap that passes through the chin cup is to restrain the face cage and therefore it

runs in a horizontal plane - to stop the cage from moving forward away from the face.

The intended purpose of a helmet strap is to restrain the helmet and therefore runs in a vertical plane - to stop

the helmet from moving up away from the head.

Consequently the face cage restraining strap is not sufficient therefore unacceptable to double as a helmet

strap, a separate helmet strap is required.
