There has been an increasing amount of prople catching Mumps in Waikato.

& Mumps is 2 serious viral illness which spreads easily through the gir by breathing, coughing and
sneezing and through contact with infected saliva.

#  Pzople are infectious one wesk prior to the symptoms occurring which is, headaches, pain in the
Jaw, fever, and swelling of the glands around the facs.

& Ahout 1in 10 people can get meningitis, Mumps can also causs encephalitis (inflammation of the
brain) nerve deafness, testicle and ovary inflammation and in rare cases can causs infertilty and

death.
#  Mumps is 3 vaccine preventable illness which is prevalent worldwide. Everyone in MZ who was born

from 1 January 1969 is eligible for free MMR vaccinations. For more information about the vacane
